Measuring Vitality
This survey measured perceived strengths and challenges of the congregation in three critical
areas: the congregation’s connections with God, each other and the world.  All items range from 1
(poor) to 5 (great). The target score is 4 or higher. A average vitality score was created by
averaging all items together. Compare your congregation with aggregated ELCA congregations.

This report is divided into three sections. The first section tells you who completed the survey.
The next section shows the average responses to the 15 questions and the average vitality score,
and the last section shows details of how each question was answered.
